New Exhibit at 
Museum 

    During the first week of my 
first placement I was given a 
project to do along with Liz 
Bjordal.  Designing an exhibit 
was something I had never 
thought of doing, however 
that is what my assignment 
was.  Liz and I volunteer at 
the Putnam County Museum 
and we spent three days 
creating an exhibit about 
Pearl Bryan and the Ballads 
her death inspired.  
    Pearl Bryan was a 
Greencastle native in the late 
1800s.  She was brutally 
murdered by her boyfriend 
Scott Jackson in the winter 
of 1896.  Upon learning that 
she was pregnant with his 
child, Jackson and his friend, 
Walling, killed Pearl Bryan by 



decapitation.   
    Pearl’s death motivated 
several artists to write 
Bluegrass ballads, beginning 
shortly after the incident.  
While the lyrics differ slightly, 
there is a common story line 
and the point the writers and 
artists attempt to convey is 
the same.  All of the ballads 
end with a warning to young 
girls and women about the 
bad intentions of young men 
    Our exhibit opened to the 
public on Tuesday, 
September 22.  It was a 
portion of the Haunts Exhibit 
that opened that evening 
during a ceremony with the 
Museum Board Members as 
well as other people 
throughout the community.  It 
will be on display through 
Halloween, so everyone 
should go check it out!    By
